With Adams’ Decline-N-
Weight system, seven 10-ton 
bins plus three micro bins 
allow customized blends to 
meet the customer’s needs at 
a rate of 240 tons per hour.

The second-floor control 
room provides complete 
visibility to the facility 
and houses the computer 
equipment used to operate 
the blending equipment.

With 4,500 tons of 
dry fertilizer storage, 
the floor plan includes 
seven bays of varying 
sizes that hold nitro-
gen, phosphate and 
potassium products.

Due to the ability to com-
pletely load product under 
cover, scattered showers 
across the facility’s service 
area won’t delay progress.

Product is delivered inbound 
via semitrucks. Upgraded 
equipment allows for a quick 
and efficient process—with 
up to 250 tons of receiving 
capacity per hour.

The facility design includes 
a catwalk spanning above 
product bays for convenient 
access to inbound conveyor 
equipment for maintenance 
and handling.
